fishing and spoilage of seawater use.

The conference has adopted also the Kuwait Action Plan
for the Protection and Development of the Marine
Environment and the Coastal Areas, and the Protocol
concerning Regional Co-operation in Combating
Pollution by Oil and Other Harmful Substances.
